attendance tracking

e Standard First Aid & CPR C (course taken no earlier than September 2023)

e GOOD TO HAVE: HIGH FIVE: Principles of Healthy Child Development (if you are interested
in becoming a director, this is required for that role)

Before continuing with the application process, please make note of the following:

1. Interviews will be at a Camp Screening on Saturday, April 15" and Saturday May 3" at
Dovercourt. Email to follow with details.

2. All staff must commit to working Monday-Fridays, from 8:20am-4:30pm. A minimum of 3-4
shifts of pre-camp (7:00-8:20am) and/or post-care (4:30-6:00pm) is also required.
3. Mandatory Trainings: Attendance is required for the following trainings:
o Senior Counselor Training: Wednesday June 18", 2025
o All-Staff Training: June 4%, 7", 11t and 21°¢, 2025
o An email will be sent with further details for each training
